A majority of the number ofFeurmembers-efthe District Board of Trustees members duly
appointed to membership shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business. Members
constituting the quorum must be physically present at the meeting, unless the meeting(s) is
scheduled exclusively to occur virtually (online), telephonically, or otherwise, in a manner not
prohibited by law. The action of a majority of the members of the District Board of Trustees
present at any meeting shall be the action of the District Board of Trustees, except as may be
otherwise provided by Board Policy. Subject to the provisions of this policy, a member of the
Board is deemed to be present and/or in attendance if the er is physically present, or if duly
approved to be virtually present (online) or telephonical

Agenda

The President shall prepare, advertise, and distribute in accordance with law an agenda at
least seven (7) days prior to each regular meeting of the District Board of Trustees, or
otherwise as permitted by law. The agenda shall be reviewed and approved in advance by
the Chair, in a manner determined by the Chair. Any member of the District Board of
Trustees may call the President and request an item to be placed on the agenda no later
than two weeks before the meeting of the District Board of Trustees. The District Board
of Trustees may address the future consideration of items not placed on the agenda as
requested during the Other Business section of the meeting. Generally, only those items
appearing on the prepared and advertised agenda will be considered by the District Board
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of Trustees, except as otherwise deemed necessary by the Board and permitted by law.
After the agenda has been made available, changes may be in accordance with law.

Attendance

Notwithstanding any other provision of this policy, physical attendance of members at
regular and special meetings of the District Board of Trustees is encouraged and
expected, unless the meeting(s) is scheduled exclusively to occur virtually (online),
telephonically, or otherwise, in a manner not prohibited by law.

When approved in accordance with this policy, any trus
person meeting of the board by means of a telephone conference, or by any other
similar means of communication, when all person ing in the meeting are able
to participate in discussions, to be heard by oth me s and the public and to
hear discussions taking place during the meeti uch participation shall constitute
attendance at the meeting.
